 His return is certain. (Matt. 24:30-35) 

 

 

 He will bring both judgement and reward; damnation and salvation; he will separate the godly 

from the godless. (Matt 25:31-46) 

 

 

 The greatest story of all time has a great ending! All will be well. (Rev 21:1-4)

these truths, how should we live now? Are you prepared for His coming? Have you received the 

indescribable gift?
