4. What possible reasons did God have for the dietary laws concering clean and unclean animals for 

the Jews?

5. Read Acts 10:9-23. How did God prepare Peter to take the gospel to Cornelius? What new truth 

did Peter have to learn?

7.  Read Acts 10:34-43. List key points in Peter’s message to Cornelius and his friends. How are 

these particularly appropriate in witnessing to non-Christtians with little or no religious background 

(as the Gentiles in Peter’s day)?
