Read Acts 24:10-22. How did Paul respond to each of these charges?

Tertullus, the prosecuting attorney, described Paul as a ringleader of the Nazarene sect. How did the
early Christians see themselves in regard to the Jewish faith?

Read Acts 24:23-27. What did Felix decide to do about Paul? Why? What motivated his treatment of
Paul?

What the three points did Paul make in his discourse with Felix and Drusilla? (v. 25) How did Felix
respond? How did he increase his own guilt before God?

How are Felix and Drusilla representative of many people today? (2 Corinthians 6:1-2)
